The following tasks were completed during the weeks of Nov. 16" thru Nov. 22"%:

Seagrass transplanting operations concluded on Tuesday, November 18", Over
2,000 square feet of seagrass was transplanted into Dinkins Bayou from the
dredge area.

The Contractor began clearing the vegetation from the dredge area on Tuesday,
November 18™. The vegetation must be removed to enable the placement of sand
on the beach and in the nearshore.

Mobilization efforts continued with the delivery of an office trailer and other
minor equipment during the week of November 16™.

The Contractor provided a smaller containment cell area on the beach of Blind
Pass on November 19™. The smaller cell will enable the Contractor to stage and
access the beach from the Captiva side (Turner Beach) parking lot. However, it
may still be necessary to close the Sanibel side parking lot at some point during
construction.

Lee County provided signage at both the Blind Pass and Turner Beach parking lot
to reference additional parking available at Alison Hagerup Beach Access. CEPD
provide the language for the signs.

The following tasks are anticipated during the week of Nov. 23" thru Nov. 29™:

Dr%dge “Michael” is scheduled for delivery to Blind Pass on Monday, November
24",

Vegetation clearing operations are anticipated to be completed by Tuesday,
November 18™.

Dredge “Nate” and “Michael” are scheduled to have their GPS monitoring
equipment installed by Wednesday, November 26™.

Outstanding and other Items to Note:

Dredging is anticipated to begin the week of December 1 in the interior of Blind
Pass for Beach and Near-shore placement.

Construction of the steel sheet-pile containment cell is anticipated during the
week of December 1.

The DEP, Ding Darling NWR, and Lee County will be planning public meetings
on Sanibel and in Ft. Myers to discuss a proposed “No Motor Zone” in Wulfert
Flats. The public meetings are anticipated to be scheduled in the months of
December and January.
