IN CONJUNCTION WITH ADDITION OF FERTILIZER AND OTHER AMENDMENTS AS APPLICABLE, WITH NO 
VISIBLE FREE WATER OR DUST, WITH NO UNPLEASANT ODOR.

2. PLANTING SOIL AMENDMENT MIX SHALL CONSIST OF A BLEND OF SAND AND COMPOST/ORGANIC
